· Reviewed outstanding CRFSC Membership Dues - Reminder to renew membership prior to May cut-off.
· Listed members who haven't signed-up for the CRFSC web site. Sign-up by clicking http://www.crfsc.org/component/comprofiler/registers
· CRFSC Organization (Liza Frias)
· Started in 1993. Good work, including CalCode.
· Subcommittee A continues to get us closer to the model food code.
· Subcommittee B works on issues submitted by any stakeholder seeking clarity.
· Subcommittee C finished work on Conflict Resolution Process. Now charged with developing guidelines.
· Work on consensus. A lot of work is done at the subcommittee level then brought to the coalition.
· We have $50 yearly membership and $25 meeting fee (to cover room cost, coffee, receptions, etc.).
· Legislative Report  (Justin Malan)
· Justin provided printed summary of bills being tracked. If interested in additional bills, please send e-mail to Justin so they can be added.
· Sponsored Bill - Last January, coalition signed-off on language (Hot Dog, Handwashing,  Lesions and Wounds) to go into a bill this year.  The Senate Health Committee agreed to use our language and put it in their committee bill. 
· Runner is no longer in the legislature. If you have a legislator who you want to work with, bring that to Justin so we can brief them on our issues.

· Liza Frias - Would coalition be interested in supporting bills that are not sponsored by CRFSC? It would have to be a consensus letter. Perhaps the Steering Committee study the bills and make a recommendation to the CRFSC membership seeking approval to send a letter on the committee’s behalf.
· Justin - We don't just have Support and Oppose as our only options. We have Support if Amended and Oppose Unless Amended.
· Confirmed - The Coalition could take a position if there's consensus. Let's see how it works. Getting a letter out there adds to our credibility. If it's controversial, we don't have to take a position. Committee will review, recommend position, and send it out to the membership.
· Alicia Enriquez - Recommended a standardized format, support/oppose, background, analysis, other supporting organization. Doing so would give members confidence that the analysis was done.
· Subcommittee A Report (Angela Sanchez)
· Washing Hands Prior to Donning Gloves - CRFSC approved.
· Preventing Contamination by Hands/No Bare Hand Contact – No veto vote was exercised by the California Restaurant Association.
· Regarding Model Food Code and CalCode, feedback from CCDEH was to continue with merge effort as charged. Working through equivalency table. Notes from conference calls are on web site.
· Liza Frias - Committee notes will be on the web site. Make sure you monitor the web site so you're ready to vote when we're together. Make sure you engage in Subcommittee A.
· Subcommittee B Report (Mike Haller)
· Issue Sub B #1 - Facilities selling only prepackaged NPHF food - AB2432 did not resolve the matter. Will review further.
· Issue Sub B #2 - Alcoholic Beverage Sales - Discussed pulling issue due to AB 1014. This is one where CRFSC could take a Support position since the bill does what the CRFSC intended to propose.Committee directed to provide to Justin language that could be conveyed to the author of AB 1014.
· Issue Sub B #4 - Cleaning & Sanitizing Frequency of Food Contact Surfaces - Created sub-subcommittee. Working on definition of "Raw."
· Issue Sub B#5 - Approved Finishes at Lockers/Cal Code Section 114268 & 114271 - Adopted the language approved August 2010.
· Issue Sub B #6 - Limited Food Preparation - Recommended modification to exclude Satellite Food Service. Bill Moore moved to recommend Subcommittee B language. Motion seconded. Motion passed.
· Issue Sub B#7 - Unhealthy Practice in Cleaning Tables and Counters - Current law effectively addresses. Susan Strong recommended that we provide a written response on the committee’s position since it was submitted by a private citizen. Need to make formal response. Mike Haller will write language to be put on letterhead.
· Issue Sub B #8 - Temporary Refrigerated Food Storage Trailers - Recommends CRFSC modify language. Liza Frias - Suggested proposed amendment to change AGENCIES to AGENCY. Jack Miller - Would probably want to take this to the CCDEH Food Committees. Per Manuel Ramirez, it came from our members. Angela Sanchez moved to adopt the Committee B recommendation (as amended). Motion seconded. Motion passed.
· Committee chair decided to make contact at least every two months… but will meet as needed.
· Subcommittee C Report  (John Rogers/Lara Diaz-Dunbar)
· John Rogers - Charged with developing Q&A about SB 602 (Food Handler Cards)
· Who can issue cards? Recommended ASTM 2659 Ansi Standard to authorize trainers to provide training, exam, and card.
· Regarding the July 1, 2011 deadline, agreed to keep July 1 but proposes a soft roll-out over six months.
· Committee issued a Position Paper. Susan Strong recommended listing the three providers available today
· Nick Nicora moved to accept position paper. Motion seconded. Motion approved.
· Lara Diaz (CRA) - Q&A is to answer common questions. Also running with SB 303 to make changes.
· John Rogers - Exemptions for inmates.
· Alicia Enriquez will distribute draft. Feedback needed by Monday, March 21st. Three updates to document anticipated during the year.
